BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

 September 14, 2009

The meeting of the Lakewood Gardens Condominium Association Board of Directors was called to order by Sally Isige at the Lakewood Gardens office, Madison, Wisconsin at 6:00 PM on September 14, 2009.

Present were Sally Isige,  Craig Trost, Gib Docken, Matt Bottorff, Pat Brey,  Anne Duffy and Toby Carlson.

A quorum being present, the meeting was declared competent to transact business.

Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to approve minutes of prior meeting as amended.

Presidents Report:  The noise problem with S-17 is markedly better, but not totally gone. 

A grievance committee of Gib, Pat and Sally was appointed to meet with Lucy Taylor re noise problems with occupants in 85 LWG.

Financial Report:

1.   Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried  to approve financial statements as presented by Pat Brey, 
Treasurer.  Patricia reviewed the financial statements, invoices, time sheets and accounts receivable 
with management staff.

Old Business:

1.   Discussion about tree trimming and cleaning and painting of units 37-184. Most shrubs have been trimmed 
and some tree trimming has been done.  Damaged slit rail fence has been repaired.  Damaged patio 
divider fences have been repaired or replaced. Some gutters have been replaced and others repaired. A 
couple of chimneys had repairs done to the roof around them, and a metal chimney was replaced. 
Repairs to rear of garages to be done this fall. Management is getting bids for concrete repairs to stoops 
and sidewalks and bids to re-stripe the parking lot.

2.   Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to permanently table By Law change proposal regarding 
delinquent owners.

3.    Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to table any action to amend By-Laws regarding doors and 
storm doors.  Enforcement of new rules from the BOD should be able to solve the problem.

4.    Management reported that shrubbery Dumpster enclosure is not doing too well; we’ll wait to see if it works.

5.    Lakewood Gardens website will be finished by the end of the year and at that time the BOD meeting     
agendas and minutes will be accessible there. 

New Business:

1. Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to take no action regarding designated guest parking or other parking. It would be unfeasible and expensive to try to enforce any type of “guest parking”. After much discussion it was decided the current rules re parking are adequate.

2. Hail damage was significant earlier this summer. Travelers Insurance is surveying Lakewood Gardens now to determine extend of the damage, which isn't very noticeable from the ground. Most damage is to roofs, gutters and siding.

3. Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to request the Neighborhood Group to do a draft of a letter to Traffic Engineering requesting a crosswalk designation across Fordem Ave near the bus stop. The BOD will submit it to The proper City and Town agencies for approval.

4. Discussion of bike racks and the placement of them.  Was thought that resident’s patios were the safest place for them. No action taken.

There being no further business to be brought before the meeting, on motion duly made and carried, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 P.M.
