2) paint 101-110   3) paint 37-56   4) stain 7-14    5)   stain 1-6   6)  stain 29-39   7)  paint whichever bldg 
that needs it most.

4.   Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to discuss By Law change proposal regarding delinquent 
owners 
off until Sept meeting in order to review the current by laws and compare to proposal.

5.    Discussion of Proposed By Law change regarding the change defining Limited Common Areas more clearly, 
esp. storm doors, entrance doors and privacy fences between patios.  
 Motion was Made, Seconded 
and Carried that all exterior storm doors on a building should be the same color. All exterior entrance 
doors should be the same color, but not necessarily the same color as the storm doors.

6.  Management was directed to notify all owners that enforcement of this rule change will begin immediately. 

New Business:

1. Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried  that management notify all occupants to notify the office of any cars without parking tags they observe that are parked in our lots for extended periods of time (days).  This will enable management to contact the car owner and issue parking tags.   Occupants should notify the office of guests making  extended visits.
