MSC to approve amended agenda.

MSC to approve 2008-2009 meeting minutes adding Unit 72 as represented at the meeting.

Officers Reports

President's Report – Parking has improved as less unused cars are being stored.  Dues receivable are in good order.  We have the tool of a Condo Lien to use when necessary to assure collection of dues. Note and congratulated Lucy Taylor and Leslie McAllister for Community Achievement Awards they received.

Sales Update  by Gib Docken -  Sales are slow. Four sales this year to date; 1, 43, 124, & S-14.  43 & 124 sold for $120,000 to $123,000.  1 and S-14  were not fair market sales and prices were very low.  

Financing is readily available at 5% for 30 years with a 20% down payment. Hopefully the $8,000 tax credit will generate some sales!

MSC to approve financial statements as presented.

Unfinished Business

Reported that Mad City Broad Com will not fulfill the agreement to provide wired and wireless Internet service.  Satellite TV has been installed in some units operating with one dish serving several units in each building. Not all buildings have it, but it is being implemented as residents sign up for the service. 

MSC to table action until the next annual meeting on Proposed Amendment Four to By Laws re Penalties for breaking rules.  Copies of the Proposed Amendment will be provided with the meeting packet.

Uniformity of the Exterior Appearance - Directors will enforce existing rules more strictly re uniformity of mailboxes, lighting fixtures, address numbers, door style and colors.

New Business

Delayed action on a Proposed Amendment to the By Laws to clarify what is include in common areas.  Board is to determine the cost to the Association for replacing storm doors as needed, and report at next years meeting as this proposed amendment is reconsidered.

MSC to approve the 2007-2008 budget with a $3.00 increase in dues for a 2 bedroom townhouse and a proportionate increase to the other units.  Dues for a 2 bedroom townhouse will be $91.00 per month. The amount in the budget for reserves was increased by $208/month and the amount for gutters was increased to $6,000. Grounds care was reduced by $3,000 to accommodate the increase to gutters.

Election of the Board of Directors

Ballots were counted by  Leslie McAllister with Gail Docken facilitating.
