BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

 November 9, 2009

The meeting of the Lakewood Gardens Condominium Association Board of Directors was called to order by Sally Isige at the Lakewood Gardens office, Madison, Wisconsin at 6:00 PM on September 14, 2009.

Present were Sally Isige,  Craig Trost, Gib Docken, Matt Bottorff, Pat Brey,  Amnon Kavari, Terri Fleck and Toby Carlson.

Resident Comments:The BOD heard from Bob in S-13 re ongoing noise from S-17 above him.

A quorum being present, the meeting was declared competent to transact business.

Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to approve minutes of prior meeting as amended.

Presidents Report: Grievance committee, Sally, Pat and Gib met with Lucy Taylor re her complaints with unit 85 and their complaints about Lucy. Lucy agreed to cooperate. The problem appears to have resolved itself.

The noise problem with S-17 is markedly better, but not acceptable to the occupant directly below them. The grievance committee of Gib, Terri and Sally agreed  to meet after this meeting  re noise problems with occupants in S17.

Northside Community report had no issues that affect LWG.

Financial Report:

1.   Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried  to approve financial statements as presented by Pat Brey, 
Treasurer.  

Old Business:

1.   Discussion about ongoing tree trimming.  Due to complaints by 177. that courtyard will be done next. 
Gutters are being cleaned and chimneys caulked and repaired.
Tuck pointing has been completed on 
the Sherman Building. Repairs to rear of garages to be done this fall. Repairs to concrete stoops and 
sidewalks for 131-140 will be completed in the next 2 weeks. We also may be able to eliminate the 
standing water from rain by 123-130 also.  71-78 have water in front of them also that needs to be 
drained after rains. We may have funds to install a drain. Bids to re-stripe the parking lot are being 
obtained. Painting will not be done this fall to allow $20,000 to be put into reserves first.  The wall on 
Sherman Ave will be power washed. Leaves have been removed and most fall cleanup is complete.

2.   No action was taken regarding the crosswalk idea that had previously been discussed.

3.   Our insurance company  declined to underwrite hail damage repairs.  They maintain we were out of the 
direct line of the storm and didn't receive damage that justifies repairs.   

4.    Lakewood Gardens website will be finished by the Christmas and at that time the BOD meeting     
agendas and minutes will be accessible there. 

New Business:

1.
The Town of Madison will discontinue Rubbish and Recycling pickup by December 31, making it necessary 
for LWG to find a different hauler.  Waste Management, Pellitteri, and Green Valley are all submitting 
proposals to provide the service.

2.
LWG will not contract out snow shoveling this winter, but will use DMC employees and anyone else we can 
hire.  Plowing will be done by Maple Leaf Landscaping as last year.

There being no further business to be brought before the meeting, on motion duly made and carried, the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 P.M.
