BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

 July 12, 2010

The meeting of the Lakewood Gardens Condominium Association Board of Directors was called to order by President Craig Trost at the Lakewood Gardens office, Madison, Wisconsin at 6:20 PM on July 12, 2010.

Present were Sally Isige, Phil Duffy, Gib Docken, Matt Bottorff, Molly Peterson,  Liz Sanger, Craig Trost, Terri Fleck and Linda Carlson.

Resident Comments:  No comments.  A presentation was given by Joe from Eco-Lawn Services. They provide personal and environmentally responsible lawn care and landscape services.  He was referred to the Board of Directors by Monica Erling in response to requests for the BOD to explore organic lawn care.
A quorum being present, the meeting was declared competent to transact business.

Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to approve minutes of prior meeting.

Presidents Report:  He received a call from Lucy Taylor re: kids in the laundry and assured her it would be on the agenda. 

Management Report:
Financial Report:

1.   Motion was Made, Seconded and Carried to approve financial statements as presented by Molly Peterson, Treasurer.    

Old Business:

1.    Work completed in May and June: Painting of 7 buildings (123-184), seeding lawn areas, replaced old signs and replaced several storm doors. 

2.    Lakewood Gardens’ next major projects will be creating proper drainage in front of 123-130, power washing the Sherman buildings, doing repairs to all gutters and downspouts and getting bids to repair blacktop between 48 and 36.
3.   Tree trimming has been ongoing, with good progress. A problem we have is getting the Town of Madison staff to come and chip the brush on a timely basis. They have told us they will do it.
New Business:

1.    The lakewoodgardens.us webmaster passed away unexpectedly this spring. Luckily Liz Sanger on the BOD has stepped up to help improve our site. The “Blog” connected to Facebook to send out news to owners and residents has been established. All these online tools can be accessed from the main LWG website, lakewoodgardens.us.
2.     There was discussion of organic lawn care.  The cost was higher than what we pay and the results are generally not as good.  LWG is currently in the middle of a contract with another lawn care provider. It was decided to continue as we are.  The play area courtyard does not get chemical treatments, so some of the Eco-Lawn ideas will be implemented there on a trial basis.

3.     The Laundry below 29 LWG has had a video surveillance camera installed in response to complaints of unsupervised children playing there.

4.      Due to complaints re: the renter in 19 doing mechanical work in the parking lot, a grievance procedure is to be started requiring the unit owner to correct the situation.
There being no further business to be brought before the meeting, on motion duly made and carried, the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 P.M.
